Analysis 
The student pilot had planned to practice stop-and-go landings on runway 34. He said the airplane 
touched down on all three wheels simultaneously, because he did not flare sufficiently. The left main 
and nose wheel came up, but instead of going around, he pushed the nose down. The airplane began 
to veer to the left, and the student corrected by applying right rudder. When the left main wheel 
contacted the runway, the airplane veered further to the left. The student applied additional right 
rudder retracted the flaps and added power to abort the landing. As the airplane departed the left side 
of the runway, the student closed the throttle and applied brakes. The left wing struck a 3,000-foot 
marker sign, and the airplane collided with a fence. 

Probable Cause 
The National Transportation Safety Board determines the probable cause(s) of this accident to be:
failure of the pilot to maintain directional control of the airplane, while landing.  Factors related to the 
accident were: the pilot's improper flare for landing, his delay in attempting to go around (abort the 
landing), and the encounter with a runway marker and a fence.
